· The United Nations General Assembly resolution 62/208 is a solid legal framework for the effective operational activity of the United Nations System. ECOSOC resolution adopted in July provides guidelines for UN System on the implementation of the resolution 62/208.
· Among the priorities ECOSOC identified assistance in modernization of technology equipments. UNDP, UNFPA and other UN agencies should facilitate access of programme countries to modern technologies, including technologies on energy efficiency and alternative energy technologies.
· UN GA thematic debate on technology, energy efficiency, new and renewable sources of energy initiated by Belarus and other countries is a great opportunity for Member States to discuss the request for assistance in capacity building for promotion of new and newest technology transfer and application of technologies made by ECOSOC.
· Special needs of middle income countries should be addressed by the United Nations Development System as it was stated in the GA resolution 62/208 and in the Ministerial Declaration of the International Conference on cooperation with middle-income countries in Namibia. The draft GA resolution will be presented at the 63rd session which will give mandate for UN Development system to assist to the middle income countries.
· Adoption of the resolution by consensus will help for sustainable development of middle income countries and through trade and investment cooperation it will also benefit other programme countries.
